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The Busy Pediatrician’s Guide to Clindoc in the Nursery

Clindoc (Clinical Documentation) is St. Luke’s new computerized vital signs and nurse’s notes system. It means no more looking for a chart and clipboard, and the ability to review your patient’s information from anywhere in the hospital and even from home. It does require some getting used to and learning how to find everything.

This document is meant to be a guide to the minimum you need to get started.

What is unchanged?

The bilirubin graph and the newborn database will remain on paper, attached to the front of the chart. The orders and your notes will remain on paper, in the chart.

Login

Open Internet Explorer 
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or WebPINS

from any computer: 
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Log in. If you have signed charts, then you have a WebPINS login. If not, call the help desk at x4357 (314-434-1500 x4357 from outside the hospital).

You should see this:
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Make sure the WebPINS tab is selected on the top (item 1). Find the patients for whom you are the attending by selecting MY PATIENTS (item 2). For other doctor’s patients, the babies are all on nursing division 5400 (INPATIENT ND5400).

Finding your patient

Click on your patient’s name ([image: image6.png]


 not the checkbox): 
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Getting vitals, weights and lab results

Click the LB tab (item 1 on the previous page) for lab results ([image: image8.png]


transcutaneous bili’s will be on the paper bilirubin graph) and Clin Doc (item 2 on the previous page) for vitals and notes. When you click Clin Doc you will see: 
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The graphs are not very useful (especially the weight, which is scaled to 200 kg!) but the vitals are all in the Flow Sheet tab (item 1 above). Select it, then click the NURSERY VIEW from the drop down menu (this summarizes the most useful data for newborns): 
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This view includes the height (really, length, in cm) weight (in kg), the change in weight from yesterday (in gm), vital signs, feeding information (in ml for formula, in minutes for breast), spitting, urine and stool counts and glucose.
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Don’t forget to scroll down the list (item 2 above) to see all the data. To go to a previous day, click the arrowheads (item 1 above).

One cool feature (to be implemented by 12/15/2007) is automatic weight conversion. If you are looking at the NURSERY VIEW and put the mouse pointer over the weight, it shows it in pounds and ounces:
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This requires you to be in NURSERY VIEW. This is also the view that gives you all the data you need, like vitals, I&O’s, etc. on one screen. You can change to NURSERY VIEW as shown on page 4, but to make WebPINS start there every time, see page 8.

Read the nurses’ notes

To see the nurses’ notes, click the Docs tab (item 2 on page 4). Lots of documents will be shown, since each time anything is documented it ends up on this tab. You can look at each one if you want, but most of them are repetitive checklists (like the NEWBORN ADLS) and things that are better seen on the flowsheet (like VITAL SIGNS and INTAKE AND OUTPUT). Significant events should be charted in the Progress Notes. Click NAME at the top of the column and it will be sorted alphabetically. Click the PROGRESS NOTE to read.
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Read the note (and be aware of the actual event time or time performed, item 1). The other times listed may represent when the information was charted, not the time of the assessment. Read the next note by clicking its name (item 2).
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You should scroll through the list of documents to look for other notes, like social service assessments.

Changing the default View in Flowsheets

You want to look at the flowsheets in NURSERY VIEW but WebPINS doesn’t default to that. You can change the default view (and many other things, like how many days at a time to display) by clicking the little pencil icon (
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 )in the upper left-hand corner of the Clindoc pane:
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You’ll get the Edit Preferences pane. Click on Clin Doc:
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You’ll get a screen full of options:
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In the Flow Sheet section, select NURSERY VIEW from the drop down menu (above).

To save your changes, click the Save Changes button, then the Back button to return the regular WebPINS. [image: image19.png]


 If you don’t click the Save Changes button first, you defaults will not be changed. Also, this only changes the default view for the next time you log in.
